Year two of the five-year plan to replace natural
gas furnaces with electric has been completed.
Southport is proud to have converted an
additional 30 gas furnaces with new electric
furnaces, now totaling 68. The new furnaces
work more efficiently and are more reliable.
The overall project will see an estimated annual
reduction of 607.42 tonnes of CO2.
